Your Schools. Below is a variety of support information to help us get through this public health crisis.
Please know that Holton Public Schools is ready to support our community as best as we can. Please
take care of yourselves and stay healthy!

FOOD SERVICE

Holton Public Schools will be providing weekly Grab and Go meals. These meals will include seven breakfasts and
seven lunches for children 0-18 or students with special needs until age 26. Every Tuesday for the duration of this closure,
these meals will be delivered beginning at noon. To sign up to receive meals, complete the sign up form https://forms.gle/
Z2yREixEReT5haHF7. If you aren't able to sign up with the form, contact the District Services Building at (231) 821-1700.
Deliveries will be provided by our transportation staff on Tuesdays. Food will be delivered to your door. If you will not be home,
please leave a cooler, if possible, outside your door for the meals to be placed into.

HAND2HAND PROGRAM
For those of you receiving meals from the Hand2Hand program, they will also be providing meals on Tuesday. These can be
picked up or delivered. If you are interested in the Hand2Hand program or are concerned about access to food please contact

ACADEMICS

We are continuing to develop ways to help families and students maintain learning. We are in the process of using our
webpage to house instructional, mental health, and community resources.

In January, the Class 0of 2020 had the opportunity to engage
in activities to help them prepare for life after high school.
Several workshops took place over the course of four days, and
included a number of guest speakers. A representative from
the Community Foundation for Muskegon County discussed
scholarship opportunities for students, and a representative
from Michigan Works provided students with information
about interviews, resumes, and finding jobs. On the last
day, students had the opportunity to meet with a variety of
employers, including the Department of Natural Resources,
Scherdel, Spectrum Health, Healthwest, Steamfitters and
Pipefitters Union, among other employers in the West
Michigan area. Many students took the opportunity to talk
in depth with the employers, and some even stayed in contact
with them after the event for job shadow opportunities.

Students also had the opportunity to learn about the Free
Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), which provides
students with financial aid for postsecondary education. This
year, the senior class reached 73% FAFSA completion, which
is higher than both state and national averages. We cannot
wait to see all the amazing things our soon to be graduates

will accomplish after high school!

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The STATS (Straight Talk About Tough Stuff) group from
Reeths Puffer High School presented valuable lessons to our
middle school students. This group preforms skits focused
around building healthy relationships and dealing with

peer pressure.
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MARCH Is READING MONTH!

March brings so many great things: warm weather, baby
birds, spring flowers and sunshine. Plus, it is also Reading
Month! This Spring, Middle School students have the
opportunity to earn RED Tickets, raffle tickets for prizes, and
a field trip to the park when the weather warms up!

Students are challenged to reach the goal of at least 20
points through AR (Accelerated Reader) quizzes and reading
log minutes. RED Devil Reviews are also being submitted
by Middle School and High School students as well as staff
members. These reviews provide great tips for what to read
(or what to avoid) and show what a great community of
readers we have at Holton Schools!

Let’s All Play in the
(Augmented Reality) Sandbox!

Mr. Haak recently added an incredible learning tool to
his classroom: an Augmented Reality Sandbox! This is not
an ordinary sandbox, however, but one with a computer
projector and Xbox Kinect 3D camera looking down, with
the sand acting as the computer “screen.” The computer

projects a 3D topographic landscape map onto the sand that
updates itself in real-time as the 3D camera reads that the
sand is moved. If someone holds their hands above the sand,
it will “rain” virtual water, which then flows and interacts
with the actual sand.

These expensive sandboxes are generally only found in
museums and universities, but Mr. Haak built his from
scratch himself after winning a $1500 grant by pitching his
idea in a contest last year against three other teachers with
awesome technology project ideas. Using new types of
materials to build the sandbox, like composite decking and
PVC sheet, he had to literally invent new building techniques
to make it all come together.

Ultimately, the project has paid off immensely, with
students absolutely loving to learn using the AR Sandbox!
Mr. Haak plans to integrate the Sandbox into his Social
Studies classes by having students set up geographic
scenes, like recreating ancient river valley civilizations, or
historical scenarios where the landscape/geography had an
impact on the outcome of a situation. It is just one more
way that Mr. Haak is finding ways to incorporate exciting
cross-curricular  opportunities with STEAM  (Science,
Technology, Engineering, Arts, & Math) to show how there
are connections that can be made between the subjects.

The High School and Junior Bands traveled to Shelby on
March 4th to play at MSBOA District I Festival. The students
did a great job!

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K-12 CAREER DEVELOPMENT

Holton has been working on the Career Development for their students K-12. Staff along with the support of the MAISD
Career Specialist have been engaging in activities to help students with career awareness, career exploration and career
preparation. Here are a few of highlights of the work students have been engaging in:

In 4th & 5th grade, students and teachers have been
working on one of the skills for success in the world of work,
responsibility. Students have worked on defining the skill,
observing & learning about the skill in the workplace and [
reflecting on the skill. Students went to Epi Bread in Muskegon
to see the skill in action and representatives from Epi Bread
came back to the classroom to provide feedback to students as
they completed a project around the skill. This is part of a pilot
program that is being done regionally in Muskegon, Kent &
Ottawa counties.

Students in 8th grade Math went to Scherdel earlier this year to learn more about how a local manufacturer uses math and
the skills needed for the world of work. Students were shown different machines and the math that is involved as the machines
create the springs for various industries.

High School Science students
| took several talent tour trips to
different manufacturers to see the
science in manufacturing and also
learn more about the skills used
in the world of work. They visited
Shape, GE Aviation and BASE.

In January, Seniors
had 4 days of career
preparation activities |
at the high school.
They worked on FAF- [
SA & available Schol-
arships. They heard
from a representative —
Gerber Financial Credit Union about establishing credit and other funding sources available to help pay for college/training.
a representative from West Michigan Works presented to students about resumes’, interview tips, job searching and soft skills.
On the final day we had 7 employers here to provide helpful information regarding tuition reimbursement options, career op-
portunities, and career ladders within local companies.

Companies represented were ADAC, Scherdel, Spectrum Health, Healthwest, Steamfitters and Pipefitters Union, DNR, 2020
Census Jobs. Information was also provided from GFCU and 5th/3rd Bank. What a great opportunity for students to get prepared for
their next steps after high school!
