(causing humiliation), false reports,
retaliating for reporting, shunning,
threatening to ruin
friendships/reputation. Including via
electronic/cyber i.e. Facebook, etc.

Racial, ethnic, sexual,
religious or other forms of severe
harassment or intimidation (including
via electronic/cyber i.e. Facebook,
etc.)
